	a- absorbs water and forms solid waste
b- Produces muscular contractions along its walls (called peristalsis) to carry food to the stomach.

c- Hold, cut and grind food.

d-contains hydrochloric acid and other important enzymes which chemically break down the food.

e-moves the food around the mouth.

f- Chemically digests the food, turning it into a watery mixture that can easily pass into the stomach.

g-Where feces are stored and expelled.
